Recycling drop-off events set
for January and February

The Jefferson Parish Department of
Environmental Affairs, in conjunction with
the Recycling Foundation, Inc. of Baton
Rouge, will hold recycling drop-off events
between the hours of 9:00 a.m. until noon
on two Saturdays, January 26 and February
23. Kenner residents and business owners
are urged to participate by saving their
recyclable materials and bringing them to
either of two sites available for drop-off.
On the East Bank the drop-off site is the
Joseph S. Yenni Building located at 1221
Elmwood Park Blvd in Jefferson and on the
West Bank materials can be taken to the
Alario Center located at 2000 Segnette
Boulevard in Westwego.

Recyclables do not have to be separated
by type. All commodities may be combined
together in the same bag or cardboard box
for drop off.

Materials that will be accepted

Plastic containers 1 through 7 (with a 1

through a 7 inside the triangle) including

milk jugs, food and beverage containers,
shampoo bottles, detergent containers, etc.

Paper products including newspaper,
newspaper inserts, phone books, maga-
zines, junk mail, cardboard (folded and
flattened for easy handling), paperboard
(like cereal boxes) and office paper.
Shredded paper will be accepted if it is
contained in plastic bags.

Metal cans and lids including alu-
minum cans, tin cans and steel cans.

Materials that will not be accepted

Glass containers of any kind

Plastic bags

Any containers that held motor oil,
antifreeze or any household hazardous
material such as pesticides or paints.

important turning point in Kenner’s fiscal
situation came when the Treasure Chest
gaming casino moved to the lakefront.
“The revenues from the Treasure Chest
solidified the city’s finances and enabled us
to begin to spend millions of dollars annu-
ally on capital projects — a luxury that
Kenner had never enjoyed before. That
made a tremendous difference in the city’s
outlook.”

It’s interesting that his department
employs about 15 City Hall personnel, only
slightly more than the number on the
department’s roster back in 1988 when
McConnell started. “The difference is com-
puter technology,” McConnell said. “Our
department handles far more data today
than we did in 1988, but the capacity of
computers to store and analyze data has
increased exponentially in the last 19 years.
As a result, we can handle vastly more
bookkeeping and accounting tasks than was
possible in 1988.”

McConnell, who has an accounting
degree from the University of New Orleans
and is a certified public accountant, is very
proud of his department.

“We have an excellent, highly qualified
and experienced team of professionals who
do a great job for Kenner,” said McConnell.
“A number of our employees have been
here for years and our staft is willing to do
whatever is necessary to get the job done.”

The finance director has especially
enjoyed working with Mayor Ed Muniz.
“I’ve worked for four Kenner mayors and
enjoyed working with each of them, but
Mayor Muniz brings a significant amount
of business and fiscal management attrib-
utes to the job,” McConnell said. “Because
he ran a successful business (radio stations)
for many years, Ed Muniz has an especial-
ly good grasp of finances. He is familiar
with budgets and financial reports and
because of his business background, always
asks the right questions. Since the mayor is
very interested in fiscal issues he enjoys
reviewing the numbers and employing new
fiscal management strategies that he used
throughout his career in business and gov-
ernment.”

McConnell said, “When it comes to fis-

cal management, we think a lot alike.
Mayor Muniz is very conservative and
believes in running the city like a business,
always making sure that we have money in
the bank, just in case some emergency pops

up.
“While Kenner was significantly affect-
ed by Hurricane Katrina, like the rest of the
area, the city’s recovery has progressed
very well,” explained McConnell.
McConnell believes that Kenner is
about to enter a period of growth. “A lot of
businesses want to be in Kenner. The

Esplanade mall is poised for a resurgence
when Macy’s reopens in the latter part of
2008,” he said. “That would be a good thing
for the community. The increase in the tax
base would help Kenner continue to
improve the quality of life in the city.”

McConnell said there isn’t any place
he’d rather live than Kenner. “Kenner is a
great place to live and work,” he said. “I
feel very fortunate to have a great job, one
that I hope to continue to serve in for many
years to come.” %
